DECEMBER GARDENING 
 

This year has in many ways been one of the worst years for our gardens that one 
can remember. Extreme weather conditions all at the wrong time caused the 
failure of several varieties of our favourite vegetables. The seeds just did not 
germinate, although runners, dwarf and climbing beans did well. 
 

Potato blight was very prevalent and I read earlier that the Potato Council blamed 
gardeners for spreading the disease, which I thought at the time was not true.  
We gardeners should be careful not to leave blighted shoots and tubers lying 
around however.   It is possible to combat potato blight by spraying the haulms 
with a copper based spray, but it needs doing every 7 days and it is still very 
difficult to control the blight.   Help is on the way with some new varieties which 
are resistant to potato blight one is called “Sarpo Mira” a red-skinned maincrop 
another is a white potato “Kifli” and “Blue Danube” blue skinned and a brilliant 
roaster. 
 

Fruit also suffered with the dreadful conditions, apples and pears failed but soft 
fruit coped better.    Now is a good time to give a feed to your fruit trees and 
bushes.  
 

 Let us all hope for better growing conditions next year.

Memories of Christmas Celebrations  
 

Christmas was a very enjoyable time and members of staff worked 
enthusiastically to ensure that all the patients had a good time.  Preparations 
began quite early to make sure all went well. 
 

All the wards were decorated by staff and patients. In the 1950s all the 
decorations were hand made and were very attractive. A prize was awarded for 
the best. As a ward sister I remember we made a mountain scene and later in the 
1960s we choose the Beatles which was a great success. The main hall was 
always well decorated by the Entertainments Officer Jack Moore with his helpers. 
 

The activities started in early December and lasted until after New Year. Each 
ward held its own party and there were several communal parties in the 
entertainments hall as well as concerts, a pantomime and dances for all the 
patients and staff. There were carol services and several groups of visiting carol 
singers came.  The Salvation Army Band visited the Hospital near Christmas, 
sometimes on Christmas morning, which was very much appreciated. 
 

One of the early preparations was the stirring of the Christmas pudding in the 
Hospital kitchen, which was quite an event. 
 

A lot of hard work went into Christmas by all staff but it was all very enjoyable and 
well worth while. Food was very plentiful and well prepared by kitchen staff and 
their efforts always enjoyed 
 

The highlight the year for staff was the Annual Ball on New Year’s Eve, which was 
a very grand affair and very enjoyable. The members of the hospital orchestra 
must have been quite exhausted by the end of the festive season!

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The Brasses of Dinton Church

The brasses of Dinton Church can now be found at the east end of the chancel, 
close to the altar rail. But that is not their original position; they were previously to 
be found in what is now the area occupied by the vestry. They were moved to 
their current positions in the late 1940s, having previously been surveyed by the 
Oxford University Archaeological Society. But the vestry was not their original 
home; in Victorian times the church was restored by George Edmund Street, at 
which time the brasses were moved from their original positions in the nave and 
chancel, to the vestry. We do not know exactly what these positions were. 
 

The brasses have been set into the floor of the chancel in 4 memorial slabs. They 
relate to 8 families or individuals (described below) and comprise 19 individual 
pieces. 
 

From the north: 
 

In the first memorial: Simon Mayne (1617) and his wife Colubery, plus 2 children, 
Simon (the regicide) and Colubery. 
In the second memorial: John Compton (1424) and his wife Margery, plus 4 sons 
and 7 daughters. 
In the third memorial, nearest to the altar rail: Thomas Grenewey (1538) and his 
wife Elizabeth and, furthest from the altar rail, Richard Grenewey (1551) (son of 
Thomas above) and his wife Joan. Richard’s head is missing. 
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In the fourth memorial, adjacent to the south wall, are brasses relating to four 
families or individuals: (i) William Lee (of Morton) (1486) and his wife Alice, whose 
head is missing (ii) Francis Lee (of Morton) (1558) and his wife Elizabeth (iii) John 
Lee (of Morton) (1503) inscription only (iv) Elinor Lee (1633) inscription only. 
 

Clearly Morton must have been an important settlement once, now it is a deserted 
village. 
There is a theory that there is a “Mayne” vault beneath the nave, and that the 
Mayne brasses were originally over the burial site. 
 

The secret of the brasses is that four of them are “palimpsest”, i.e. the reverse 
sides were previously used as brasses elsewhere and have figures on them 
apparently unrelated to Dinton. An early example of recycling. 
 

Readers with time on their hands and who enjoy historical research might try to 
find out who the above people were – clearly, in their day, they were important.

Editor’s  note  
 

It is interesting that both the Compton and Mayne memorials include children who 
lived into adulthood so the brasses feature the whole family not just the departed.

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Choosing the Christmas Turkey 
 
Christmas seems to creep up faster and faster, each year, doesn’t it?    Friends 
keep bumping into one another in the local supermarket, with the cruel greeting, 
“Are you all set for Christmas?” which makes one either glow with the superiority 
that comes from forward planning, or feel a clutch of dread at the impossible 
mountain still to be climbed. 
 
Take shopping for the Christmas table…. If you have more than six to feed, then 
turkey is the logical option.  There’s a lot of meat on a turkey, and it’s healthy 
meat, too.  But the choice seems limited to fighting one’s way round the 
supermarket on Christmas Eve (for a rather indifferent turkey) – or endlessly 
queuing outside one of the better local butchers?   And anyway, what is it that 
makes some turkeys so much tastier than others?   We’ve been looking into the 
rationale behind the quality issues. 
 
Animal welfare is the first consideration.  If your turkey has been slow reared - 
either through traditional barn-rearing or free range methods - and fed on seeds 
and grain, with no unnatural ‘nasties’, it is bound to taste better.  The next 
important element is the way the bird is prepared.  Traditional turkey farmers 
hand-pluck them, so that they can be ‘game-hung’.  A turkey is a game bird, so if 
you skip this stage of preparation you’ll get a tasteless turkey.   Supermarket 
turkeys are supplied in such quantities that they have to be wet-plucked, which 
means that they cannot be ‘game-hung’ (they’d go off).  That’s why so many 
supermarket turkeys taste bland. 
 
So how can we, as shoppers, recognise which turkeys have been reared and 
prepared in this way?  One very useful guide is the Totally Traditional Turkeys 
badge, displayed in the window of better butchers.  

 
Another, even simpler option, is to go directly to a local 
turkey farmer who employs best practice in welfare and 
preparation.  Happily, one of the best turkey farmers in 
the UK is almost on our doorsteps, Paddy Lambert in 
Upton.  Starveall Farm produces turkeys the traditional 
way, at remarkably affordable prices.    You just phone 
to book your turkey, then choose your collection date. 
 
That’s one important job done!  Now… what about the 
tree?
