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September Gardening
After a very productive and also a very early year in the vegetable garden, time to
tidy up. Where the ground has been cleared dig in compost or manure this does
help to keep the soil in good condition and helps to retain moisture. Treat any
parts of the garden the same way if you intend planting trees or shrubs.

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EXCAVATIONS AT BISHOPSTONE ROAD, STONE

Stone is recorded in the Domesday Book but almost certainly has origins in the
Anglo-Saxon period. Anglo-Saxon burials with grave goods, including at least
eight inhumations and further cremations have been recorded about 500m west
of the site, while jewellery from the period including a sauce brooch with a cross
emblem have also been recorded in the village, possibly from further burials.

Before and after the Domesday Survey of 1086, the village was split between two

manor s: Braceyb6s and St. Clereds manor

Todeni, Lord of Belvoir and Odo, Bishop of Bayeux and their successors although
typically granted as stewards or knights fees to their sub-tenants. However; the
nucleus of the village would have been the church, situated close to the west of
the S|te St John the Baptist Church had significant structural elements dating to
the 12™-13™ Century, and a 14" Century tower (with Victorian additions), but may
have been preceded by an earlier wooden or stone structure. The extent of the

If you look at the plan of the geophysical results, you will see a close correlation
between what they recorded and what has been revealed in this excavation, both
on the preliminary plan and in front of you. The site is dominated by a set of small
enclosures, possibly tenement plots laid out within the medieval village, with small
clusters of pits in each enclosure possibly indicating the presence of rubbish pits
associated with occupatlon The pits contain a range of pottery that has been
dated to the 10™-12 Centuries, very much of the period when the church was
being built.

The pits also contained animal bone,
and slag from metal working. Iron
slag had previously been found in the
fields but had been associated with a
19" Century smithy to the north-east,
close to the school, but a building
found within one enclosure may have
identified a much earlier smithy. The
building has a sunken floor and
appears connected to a kin or
furnace, within which are layers
indicating at least three floor surfaces
or distinct phases of use.

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LOCAL SHOPS NO. 2
The Old Post Officesi t uat ed at t h e Dibhtanpvasdhie sit8 of theg 6 s
original Post Office. It is believe that it ceased to be a shop and Post Office in the
late 1920& (probably after the village hall had been built) and it was then re-
housed nearer to the centre of the village. The old Post Office then became a
private dwelling house.

The earliest Postmaster of the new Post Office was Mr. Osborne who also sold a
range of groceries, sweets and tobacco etc. as well as postage stamps and
provided the normal P.O. services. Mrs. Yates then followed for a short time and
her place was taken by Mrs. and Mr. May and her family.

Using this shop for a few
items could take rather a
long time as there was
generally a queue of people
and Mrs. May had to find
and weigh some of the
items. If the Post Office
telephone rang during this
time Mrs, May would answer
immediately in case it was a
telegram arriving. The Post
Office closed at noon on
Saturdays untii  Monday
morning opening each day
until 5pm with a half day
closing on Wednesday.

The May family left to be followed by Mrs. Hunt.
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
